Developed in consultation with clients, families,
service providers, academic partners and others,
the Child and Youth Mental Health Plan describes

how the ministry is working to:

=» provide timely and effective treatment and
support for children and youth with serious
mental illness

*» support programs that reduce risk by
preventing and reducing the effects of
mental illness

=» build community and family capacity to
prevent and/or overcome the negative
impacts of mental iliness in children
and youth, and

=¥ create better systems to coordinate services,
monitor outcomes, and ensure public
accountability for policies and programs.

Ministry staff also offer information, consultation
and training to others working directly with
children and youth. In this way, the province
helps to relieve the suffering of young people
with mental illness, and reduce the number of
children and youth who develop mental

health problems.
